Mission 
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My dear Parishioners, 

The 2023 Archbishop’s Annual Appeal has 

begun! You may have received in the mail or will 

receive an invitation from Cardinal Tobin to 

consider making a financial sacrifice to support 

this year’s Annual Appeal. Our Parish and the 

Archdiocese is so grateful to you for your 

generosity toward this campaign because it 

helps us, as a parish, to be part of the wider 

Church’s evangelization, as it supports many 

essential ministries and programs of our 

Archdiocese—a visible sign of our witness and 

testimony to our faith. Your support to the 

Archbishop’s Annual Appeal helps us to 

accomplish, across the Archdiocese, what we 

would not be able to do alone, as a parish.  

For this year’s Archbishop’s Annual Appeal, 

there is either of two goals we have been 

assigned to aim for; a Base Goal and a Stretch 

Goal.  

Our Parish’s 2023 Base Goal is $38,962 (which is 

10% of our 2021 Financial Year Offertory 

Collection) and our Stretch Goal is $46,240 

(which is the sum of our 2021 Annual Appeal 

Goal divided by our 2022 Stretch Goal). We are 

obligated to meet our Base Goal. 

As a parish, I am encouraging us to shoot for the 

Stretch Goal because we are faith-giants, and 

moreover, it has two financial benefits for us.  

First, if we reach this goal, in cash, by June 30th, 

2023, we will receive a 2% reduction in our 2024 

assessment obligation to the Archdiocese.  

 

Second, all monies pledged above this goal, as 

of June 30th, will make us eligible for a 50% 

rebate, which will come back to our Parish, 

unassessed, to be used at our own discretion. 

The other 50% will be used to support 

Archdiocesan parishes in need.  

As you may recall, we received a grant from the 

Archdiocese for the replacement of our convent 

roof to the tune of $45,000 and $9,000 for the 

installation of security cameras around our 

Church property. We are not just a local parish 

but part of a wider Church in the Archdiocese 

and, as the Marines say, “No one is to be left 

behind”. Our Archdiocese is one Church, and 

the Annual Appeal is an intentional way to 

demonstrate our own Stewardship.  

I have made my gift to the Appeal. Please 

consider taking a step with me on this 

Stewardship journey by responding to Cardinal 

Tobin’s invitation to support the Appeal. You can 

make your commitment at Mass on February 11-

12, which will be our In-Pew Weekend or make a 

gift online by visiting rcan.org/sharing. 

Thank you for your faith-driven generosity 

towards this year’s Archbishop’s Annual Appeal, 

and I would like you to know that you are in my 

prayers. Do please pray for the success of our 

parish in this campaign, and that the Archdiocese 

may reach and surpass its stated goal for this 

year’s Annual Appeal.

ST. MICHAEL’S COLLECTIONS 

Below is an explanation of some of the 

different  St. Michael’s Collections: 

 

S.O.S. Collection - This is a monthly 

“restricted” collection dedicated to paying our 

utility bills. Restricted collections are not 

assessed by the Archdiocese of Newark and 

therefore all funds are used solely by St. 

Michael’s to pay our bills. S.O.S. collections 

are appreciated at all times. 

Tithing - This is a monthly “restricted” 

collection dedicated to paying for the new air 

conditioner. Restricted collections are not 

assessed by the Archdiocese and therefore 

all funds are used solely for St. Michael’s 

needs. Tithing collections are appreciated at all 

times. 

Assessment Collection - The Archdiocese of 

Newark assesses all parishes in the Archdiocese, 

and a percentage of the parish’s annual 

unrestricted revenue, is paid monthly.  This 

assessment is used by the Archdiocese to 

support administrative services.  St. Michael’s has instituted a monthly “restricted” collection that is used solely for paying 

our monthly assessment.  All Assessment Collection funds are sent directly to Archdiocese of Newark, monthly, to 

pay our Assessment Obligation. No funds are used for St. Michael’s needs. 

National Collections - the Archdiocese of Newark has ten collections during the year to benefit various organizations 

such as the retired priest’s fund, the church in Eastern Europe, the religious retirement fund, and mission appeals.  Money 

from the national collections go directly to the Archdiocese of Newark. 

St. Vincent De Paul Collection – money donated to St. Vincent De Paul is distributed prior to Thanksgiving and prior to 

Easter to local foodbanks, soup kitchens and social centers that provide food and shelter for those in need.
